Sample Lesson Plan

Expectation: Being Respectful to Classmates

Location:  classroom 

Activity:  Role-play with students or staff

Why is this important:  Ask, “Why is being respectful to one another important?” 

(Sample responses include: to learning to get along with others, not hurting others’ feelings, making friends, avoid disrupting others)

Negative Example:

Ask, “What does it look like not to be respectful to each other?”

(Sample responses include: calling each other names, bothering each other when working, making fun of others, teasing each other)

Positive Example:

Ask, “What does it look like to be respectful to each other?”

(Sample responses include: listening to others when talking, or when they have a different opinion, taking turns when talking, asking others if they need help in class, accepting help and feedback from others )

Practice: 

Students practice negative example first then positive. Tell students,

Say, “We are going to practice the wrong way and the right way of being respectful to each other. First, you are going to show us what not being respectful to each other looks like.  Then, we are going to practice it the right way.”

Say, “Remember not to do anything that will get you sent to the office or sent home.  Also, remember when I raise my hand you are to stop what you are doing.  When I raise my hand what are you to do?”

How will know they have learned the skill?

“OK, great job! We will be looking for this behavior in world studies for the rest of the school year.  If you are respectful in class, you will meet your weekly goal and work toward a classroom acknowledgement.”
