	Makes administrative decisions that will support PBS efforts at the building level (e.g. resources, supporting initiative expectations) and provides input on recommended building level approach
	
	

	Building Level Administrator Representative
	Provide building level perspective of feasibility of PBS implementation 
	
	

	Curriculum Director
	Support adoption of scientifically research based practices in core content academic areas
	
	

	Director of Support Services
	Provide support for implementation of scientifically research based practices for students at-risk or identified students with needs (e.g. receiving special education services) 
	
	

	Director of Discipline/School Safety
	Provide support for implementation of research based practices for behavioral supports at the building level within the district

	Districtwide Coordinator (PBIS Coordinator)
	Oversees support and training of PBS initiatives in district schools
	
	

	External Coach (schoolwide supports)
	Provide support and training with PBS implementation, data analysis, and sustainability at the schoolwide level (e.g. support team meetings, organize data)

	Provide support and training with PBS implementation, data analysis, and sustainability at the secondary and tertiary level (e.g. support team meetings, organize data)

	School Liaison 
	Administrator who oversees functioning and makes administrative decision for all tiers of PBS within the building
	
	

	Internal Coordinator (Schoolwide academics and behavior)
	Internal staff who can lead staff, with support from the External Coach, in implementing PBS schoolwide practices, run meetings and oversee sub-committees 
	
	

	Acknowledgement CHAIR
	Lead the acknowledgement sub-committee in planning for celebrations and reinforcement systems within the school
