PBiS  -- Introduction for Rewards and Reinforcers: 

If you are asking yourself, “Why do we need to reinforce (reward) behaviors that should be expected from our students?”  Remember this……It is important to reinforce appropriate behaviors  because those reinforcers/rewards will increase the likelihood of that behavior occurring again. 

Guidelines for the Bulldog Wristbands

1.  Recognize students for the behaviors that are listed ON THE MATRIX only.  Focus 
primarily on the appropriate behaviors you observe the hallways that are done 
without any kind of verbal prompting from an adult. 

2.  When you give the student a wristband, explain to them why they are getting it.  Then


do the following:        Using a permanent ink:

Write down the student’s name on line provided on wristband

            Circle which quarter of school we are in (1,2,3,4)


Write down teacher’s name on the back 


Student will then deliver that part of the wristband (it tears off) into the “Bulldog

            Rewards” buckets in offices:

                       6th -8th  grades  in downstairs office

                       9-12 grades in upstairs office

3.  Names will be drawn randomly (by _____) for prizes-once a name is drawn, it will be returned to the bucket for another chance of winning.  Rewards are accumulative.

Drawing winners and the teacher who issued the wristband will be announced over the PA System.  

4.  If you see a student wearing a wristband, ask them why they received it and provide 


verbal acknowledgement.
